Welcome to the first flyer of 2012. Following on from last season,  we have another fan-
tastic year ahead.  There are 8 events, 6 of which are also part of the Interclub Champi-
onship.  7 rounds are needed to keep you in the NORC Championship.   
 
The first round in March is a two day event at Wickenby airfield.  The course is live from 
16:00 on Saturday, running until 21:00,  so bear in mind you will need your lights.  It con-
sists of 6 runs Saturday and 8 runs Sunday.  This is guaranteed to be a brilliant first 
event. 
 
Enclosed are all the forms you will need to enter the event, membership and champion-
ship for the club. 
 
The membership for this year will remain at £20 but is even better value as it will give you 
a full 12 months,  so don’t forget to get your membership forms back well before you’re 
likely to need it.  Again, we have fixed fees for all 2012 events (with the exception of the 
AWDC event at Waterbeach).  One day events will be £60 and two day  events will be 
£100.  These prices are for postal / internet only, and it will cost you an extra £30 if pay-
ing on the day.  
 
Big congratulations go to all our 2011 Championship winners, as well as Interclub win-
ners.  Awards for all NORC Championship and Interclub winners will be presented at our 
annual dinner dance and prize-giving event, held at the Bridge Hotel Wetherby.  Tickets 
are selling very fast so get in touch if you are wanting any, or buy direct from our website 
www.norc.org.uk  
 
Rooms are no longer available at the Bridge Hotel but there are two other hotels quite 
near (around £8 by taxi) - Days Inn (Rooms around £40) and Mercure (rooms around

Standing Supplementary Regulations  
 

1. The meeting will be governed by the General Regulations of the Motor Sports Association Ltd. (incorporating provi-
sions of the International Sporting Code of the FIA), these standing supplementary regulations, the event notice, and 
any written instructions NORC may issue for the event. 
2. All drivers must produce a valid Competition License to clubman grade and a valid full driving license. All 
passengers (minimum age 16 years) must produce a valid NORC Club membership card. Any navigator under 18 
years must have a parent / guardian sign a permission form. No motor vehicles may be used on the site (pits, access 
road or course area) unless permission has been given by the Clerk of Course. This includes all quads, trikes, motor 
bikes, scooters etc. All persons driving on site must have a full driving license.  
3. The event is open to full members of NORC who comply with MSA regulations and SR’s. 
4. The class structure for events will be as follows P 24.7.1, P 61 and classes 1 to 9;  
CLASS 1 & 2 – PRODUCTION AND MODIFIED PRODUCTION 
CLASS 3 – 2 WHEEL DRIVE 
CLASS 4 – DIESEL POWERED 4X4 
CLASS 5 – INDEPENDENT SUSPENSION (ALL ENGINES) 
CLASS 6 – 4WD BEAM AXLE UPTO 2501cc 
CLASS 7 – 4WD BEAM AXLE 2502cc UPTO 3600cc 
CLASS 8 – 4WD BEAM AXLE 3601cc UPTO 4300cc 
CLASS 9 – 4WD BEAM AXLE 4301cc AND GREATER 
N.B. For small events classes may be amalgamated. 
5. All vehicles must comply with MSA Technical Regulations 1 to 27 in the NORC regulations. 
6. Perpetual awards will be issued as follows : 1st, 2nd, 3rd overall, and 1st, 2nd, 3rd in class excluding overall winners.  
7. All entries are to be made on the official entry form, be accompanied by the entry fee, and to be sent to the name 
and address specified on the flyer. 
8. The maximum entry for an event is 100 including reserves. The minimum entry is 10. For each class the maximum 
entry is 60, the minimum is 3. If any of the above minimum figures are not reached the organisers reserve the right to 
cancel the event or amalgamate classes. The organisers may extend the maximum numbers at their discretion.  
9. Any protest must be lodged in accordance with Blue Book section G 
10. The start will be as P 11.6.2. A red light will indicate course is ready but a Start is NOT allowed. An Amber light illu-
minates (Red light goes out) and a Five segment countdown commences before a green Start light will illuminate and 
the competitor must start. Timing will start from the illumination of the green light. A beam is broken to signal the com-
petitor has crossed the finish line.  
11. Competitors vehicles will be identified by Competition numbers and Seeding Markers in accordance with NORC 
Technical Regulation. The numbers will be provided by the organisers on payment of a registration fee and scrutineers 
will provide seeding lane markers. The vehicle must carry the same number throughout the event. The front numbers 
must be placed in the top passenger side corner of the windscreen. Larger side numbers must be place above the half 
way line of the vehicle.  
12. Marking and penalties will be as Section C  of the MSA General Regulations.  
13. Viewing of the course may be by foot or non motorised means.  
14. The start interval will typically be between 30 and 60 seconds.  
15. In the event of a vehicle being stopped on the course by officials due to a course blockage, the competitor will nor-
mally be given the option of a re-run. Officials will use a red flag or hand signals to stop vehicles.  
16. Live recovery is allowed by authorised marshal’s vehicles in accordance with P 13.1 
N.B. SR’s are subject to alteration by event notice up to the date of acceptance of any entry.  
17. All competition vehicles must carry environmental spill kit, equal or greater to the vehicle’s capacity. 
Competitors are allowed to run on Kingpin Amazon tyres and Stone Country's due to these being identical to the tread 
patterns and types listed in the tyre lists for 2012 in the MSA regulations

At the roundabout turn left onto the A631 towards Market Rasen.  
At the traffic lights in the centre of Market Rasen turn right onto the B1202.  
IGNORE signs for Wickenby Village and carry on down the main road (sign for 
Wickenby Airport).  
Follow the orange marker arrows. Turn right onto B1399 (Fulnetby/Rand).  
Right onto a local road towards the airport. The site entrance is on the left after 
the airport entrance. 
 
Please note this is a compact site so you’ll have to take up as little room as  
possible in the pits area. The pits area is mainly hard standing with grass at the 
sides for tents. The site is mainly old runways with off shoots into rougher 
ground. Please respect others and keep noise to a minimum at night, all 
generators off by 11:00 pm.
