Standing Supplementary Regulations  
provisions of the International Sporting Code of the FIA), these standing supplementary regulations, the 
event notice, and any written instructions NORC may issue for the event.  
2. All drivers must produce a valid Competition License to clubman grade and a valid full driving 
license. All passengers (minimum age 16 years) must produce a valid Club membership card. Any naviga-
tor under 18 years must have a parent / guardian sign a permission form. No motor vehicles may be used 
on the site (pits, access road or course area) unless permission has been given by the Clerk of Course. 
This includes all quads, trikes, motor bikes, scooters etc. All persons driving on site must have a full driving 
license.  
3. The event is open to full members of NORC who comply with MSA regulations and SRôs.  
4. The class structure for events will be as follows H.16.4.1, H.37.2 and classes B4 to C9  
Class C1 - production  
Class C2 - modified production  
Class C3 - 2 wheel drive.  
B4 DIESEL ENGINED 4x4 vehicle.  
C5 Petrol engined LEAF SPRUNG vehicle.  
C6 - Petrol engined NON LEAF SPRUNG vehicle up to and including 2501 cc.  
C7 - Petrol engined NON LEAF SPRUNG vehicle 2502 cc up to and including 3600 cc.  
C8 - Petrol engined NON LEAF SPRUNG vehicle 3601 cc up to and including 4300 cc.  
C9 - Petrol engined NON LEAF SPRUNG vehicle 4301 and greater.  

N.B. For small events classes may be amalgamated, for example  
Classes A1 to A3 and B4. Classes C7 and C8.  
5. All vehicles must comply with MSA Technical Regulations 1 to 27 in the NORC yearbook.  
6. Perpetual awards will be issued as follows : 1st, 2nd, 3rd overall, and 1st, 2nd, 3rd in class.  
7. All entries are to be made on the official entry form, be accompanied by the entry fee, and be sent to the 
secretary of the meeting, whose name and address are given in the event notice.  
8. The maximum entry for an event is 120 including reserves. The minimum entry is 10. For each class the 
maximum entry is 60, the minimum is 3. If any of the above minimum figures are not reached the organis-
ers reserve the right to cancel the event or amalgamate classes. The organisers may extend the maximum 
numbers at their discretion.  
9. Any protest must be lodged in accordance with Blue Book section Q and C 5.2.20  
10. The start will be as H.9.2.4 option 2. A red light will indicate course is ready but a Start is NOT allowed. 
An Amber light illuminates (Red light goes out) and a Five segment countdown commences before a green 
Start light will illuminate and the competitor must start. Timing will start from the illumination of the green 
light. A beam is broken to signal the competitor has crossed the finish line.  
11. Competitors vehicles will be identified by Competition numbers and Seeding Markers in accordance 
with NORC Technical Regulation 24. The numbers will be provided by the organisers on payment of a 
registration fee and scrutineers will provide seeding lane markers. The vehicle must carry the same num-
ber throughout the event. The front numbers must be placed in the top passenger side corner of the wind-
screen. Larger side numbers must be place above the half way line of the vehicle.  
12. Marking and penalties will be as H.9.6 -9.6.11 of the MSA General Regulations, modified by the penal-
ties listed in the NORC yearbook.  
13. Viewing of the course may be by foot or non motorised means H.9.5 applies. The course length will be 
advised in the event notice and at drivers briefing.  
14. The start interval will typically be between 30 and 60 seconds.  
15. In the event of a vehicle being stopped on the course by officials due to a course blockage, the com-
petitor will normally be given the option of a re-run. Officials will use a red flag or hand signals to stop 
vehicles.  
16. There is no official recovery or self recovery while the course is live. Competitors must pass the finish 
line unaided by third parties. The marshals are there to effect rescue and prevent accidents not as an aid 
to competitors.  
N.B. SRôs are subject to alteration by event notice up to the date of acceptance of any entry.  

Competitors are allowed to run on Kingpin Amazon tyres and Stone country's due to these being identical 
to the tread patterns and types listed in the tyre lists for 2010 in the MSA regulations
